Textbook: World History “Medieval to Early Modern Times.”
Course Description: This year long course will deepen students understanding of world history and geography when looking at the world from A.D. 500-1789.  We will study how archeologists and historians have been able to uncover the past.  As we go through the book students will study about: the fall of Rome; the spread of Islam, Africa; the Mayan, Aztec, and Inca Civilizations; China, Japan and Europe during the Middle Ages; the renewal of Europe finalizing with the Enlightenment.

Students will be able to go online for additional support in this year’s history class in order to listen to audio, watch video’s, take quizzes as well as discuss with the teacher and fellow students as to what we are learning about.  Students who are absent are able to go online to get absent work in order to stay up to date with their fellow students.

Evaluations: During this course, students will be evaluated in a variety of formats.  Assessments may include any of the following: group projects, reports, essays, quizzes, chapter tests, unit exams, and a final exam.  All non-exam form of assessment will be evaluated through the use of a district approved rubric.  However, all quizzes, tests, and exams administered will come directly from the publishing company in order to insure that it is aligned with the California Standards Test (CST).  Through a variety of assessment modalities, students will be able to demonstrate an in-depth knowledge of the course and the state standards.  If mastery in not attained by the student, the teacher must identify the appropriate intervention or activity in order to re-teach the concept to mastery.
